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WHO IS GOD?

PERSONS (GENESIS 1:26, MATTHEW 28:19). GOD IS THE
CREATOR AND OWNER OF ALL THINGS SEEN AND UNSEEN
(PSALM 24:1), AND HE IS THE PERFECTLY HOLY JUDGE (1
TIMOTHY 1:17, 6:13-16). HE IS THE ONLY BEING WORTHY OF
ALL GLORY AND HONOR (REVELATION 4:11).

WHO AM 1?
WE WERE ALL CREATED IN THE IMAGE AND LIKENESS OF GOD
(GENESIS 1:26). OUR ANCESTORS, ADAM AND EVE, WERE THE
FIRST HUMANS TO EVER LIVE (GENESIS 2); YET THEY SINNED
AGAINST GOD AND THE HUMAN RACE WAS CHANGED
FOREVER (GENESIS 3, PSALM 51:5). WE ARE ALL SINNERS
DESERVING OF GOD'S JUDGMENT (PSALM 51:5).

YOU, LIKE EVERYONE ELSE, HAVE PROVEN THE SINFULNESS
OF YOUR HEART BY WILLFULLY DISOBEYING GOD'S GOOD
COMMANDS. ALL OF US HAVE BROKEN THE TEN
COMMANDMENTS AND SHOWN THAT OUR HEARTS ARE
"DECEITFUL AND DESPERATELY SICK," (JEREMIAH 17:9).

THE GRAVE (ROMANS 4:25, HEBREWS 9:11-12).

THAT WE OWED (COLOSSIANS 2:14), DIED IN OUR PLACE (1

DIVINE NATURE AND ABILITY TO SAVE (1 CORINTHIANS 15:20).
